Students recreated famous buildings from around the
world first using gnd paper and then in Minecraft.

Here are our teachers leaming to use Sketch so they can
4D prnt houses they have made.

Some students created bag tags using Sketch that
24 reflect theirindividual identity.

We used Lego to create machines to
measure time and explored how gears
work. We then made a sundial and 3D
printed it.

Dear Parent/Guardian,

In our endeavour to reduce cash handling and to move with common money handling
practices today, we ask that you please use the following methods for paying money to the
school.
