Hi BEPS families and friends! 

 

In what seems like a very long time ago, but which is really only a couple of weeks, Linda, Jill 

and I ran a series of Parent Forums over a number of nights. At these forums parents were 

asked to work in small groups to reflect on a number of questions that I posed and then 

summarise their responses, as a group. In this newsletter I would like to 

  

1. Thank all of the parents who came along to those evenings. I realised that with small 

children, family commitments and work, that it is often very difficult to come along to an 

evening (or anytime) meeting.  

2. Feedback the responses from these forums for you to look at and ponder. Do they reflect 

your understanding of BEPS?  

As with any situation when you ask a variety of people for their opinions, there are points of 

enormous overlap and agreement by most if not all of the parents. Other ideas have a smaller 

following. However, I hope that I have captured the views and opinions of the parents who 

came along. As you read through you may agree with some opinions and not others. You might 

have a different opinion altogether. If your opinion is not included in this list and you would like 

to share that opinion with me you just need to email me and let me know. After all, it is all 

about me getting to know what BEPS is all about. 

 

 Please Note - the points are in no particular order. Just as I picked up the next sheet. Repeated 

themes are collated to save space. 

 
1. Experience at BEPS  - Parents ranged from those with a child in Prep all the way to several 

children some of whom have finished at BEPS and gone on to secondary school 

  2. What is the role of Primary Education?  

To lay strong foundations (basic skills) in a wide range of knowledge and skill areas that 

allow for student growth and prepare for secondary school and beyond 

Inspire and engender a love of (lifelong) learning and how to learn. Curiosity, Resilience 

confidence, friendship and independent thinking.  

To build social (co-operative, self-esteem, caring and based on community values) and 

creative skills. 

 

2. What is the best thing about BEPS? 

Members of the community; diverse (learning styles, people, goals)  

Sharing learning and progress (3 way conferences, setting goals)  

Welcome in class, assistance on excursions, classroom activities, engaging parent expertise, 

school/parent/activities. Environment values each child. 

Communication with teachers (email blogs), teachers accessible – open door, 

Innovative approach, flexible, suit child’s development, open-ended opportunities 

Genuine inquiry approach – confident, articulate members of the community  

 

3. What opportunities does BEPS give you to be involved in your child’s education? 

Teachers are encouraging and parents feel welcome to come into the classroom and 

participate in a variety of activities such as- general classroom activities, reading, sport, 

thinking and earn-and-learn activities. 

 

 



 

Teachers invite parents to speak or help with an area of expertise. 

Involvement in general Fund raising such as the - Friday markets and twilight market  

Regular Communication such as Blogs and Emails – allow parents to access information so 

that they are able to continue the learning at home; 3 way conferences 

Involvement on the school council or variety of sub committees 

 

4. What is one area that could be improved at BEPS? How do you think that this be achieved? 

Improve the consistency between Learning Communities 

Improve communication (link between school and home) about what work is being covered 

at school; regular emails with bullet points on topics. What can be done at home? 

Homework?  

Use more: outdoor space for learning; Improve outdoor sport areas. literacy coaching; 

Look at policies and practice / teacher expertise and Professional Development to ensure 

that best practice is really met. Option of quieter areas in classroom setting 

Academic rigour: make sure there is a balance between inquiry and explicit teaching – 

tailored for individual students. Increase the completion rate of tasks. Provide evidence of 

learning. Follow through – conferencing – extension – feedback – parent workshops. 

Smaller Learning communities; increase the teacher: student. 

LOTE from an early age 

Handwriting and seating to write properly 

Consistent approach to environmental impact 

Look at nutritional value of food at Markets. 

Make sure that grade 6 students are engaged; ensure that they have the skills and 

knowledge for Year 7 and beyond. 

Increase the capacity of OSHC 

 

What are we going to do with this data? As a staff and community we will review this 

data and policies that we have at the school with the aim of building on the strengths and 

improving the weaknesses of BEPS.

Dear Parent/Guardian, 
We are encouraging all parents to make payments via BPay where possible as it is the most 
effective way to make payments to the school for fees, excursions/camps, swimming, athletics and 
even for Out of School Hours Program (OSHC) fees. 
 
BPay is the easiest and most secure way to pay the school.  Money is transferred directly into 
the school bank account and is tagged to your student’s fees. 
 
Each morning the school office receives a report of any payments made through our school’s BPay 
facilities.  Office staff will then credit the individual student’s account with the fees paid. 
 
To use BPay: 

¶ The School Biller Code is 87361.   

¶ The Reference Number is the individual number that is on your Student Family Statement.   

¶ Write the reason for funds transfer in the appropriate box (eg. Scienceworks Excursion, 456 
Camp, books and fees etc.) as this ensures that we know what you have paid for. 

 
If you don’t know the Reference Number for your family, (the reference number is the same for all 
students in a family), please call in at the office and we can print a Student Family Statement for 
you.   
 
Please do not phone the office to ask for your Reference Number as we are not able to give this to 
you over the phone.   
 
Please remember after you have made payment you still need to send the permission slip back to 
school so your child can attend excursions etc. 
 
If you are paying in cash or cheque, we ask you to use the correspondence case (calico purse with 
zip).  All payments by cash or cheque must be given to your child’s homegroup  teacher.  Then, all 
fees and notices will be sent, from each LC, to the office for processing. 
 
In anticipation, thank you for your support of the preferred BEPS Parent Payment Option, using 
BPay.  It is much appreciated.
